OVER-WINTERING TROPICAL LILIES
 
The successful over-wintering of tropical water lilies is not reliably consistent. For that reason, most sources recommend treating them as annual plants and discarding them at the end of the season. However, it is not impossible to over-winter these plants.

Another method of variable success is to place the clean and trimmed tubers in airtight containers of damp, but not wet, sand.  If the sand is too wet, the tubers will rot.  If the sand is allowed to dry out, the tubers will die.  The tubers may be stored in the vegetable bin of the refrigerator where they will remain cool enough to satisfy dormancy requirements, yet still avoid freezing.  Still a different method of wintering tropical lilies is to store the potted lilies intact in plastic bags in a dark place indoors.  Repot and return them to the pond when the pool water has reached 70 degrees.
